This version of exquisite corpse is a great way to develop your child’s interest in 
French. We’ve provided some sample sentence structures below to get you started!  

How to play:
  1. Print one copy of the second page of this tool for each player.
  2. Choose a sentence structure.
  3. Without showing anyone, write a French word at the top of the page.
  4. Fold the sheet of paper to hide the word.
  5. Pass it to the next player, who writes the second word.
  6. Continue passing the sheet around until the sentence is complete.
  7. Unfold the piece of paper.
  8. Read the sentence out loud.
  9. Have a good laugh!
10. Repeat as many times as you want.
